Problem of the Week Format
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· Monday - Just The Facts and Problem Statement 
· Begin by identifying what you know about the problem with a list of facts. 
· This list can include important amounts or key parts of the question – anything you will need to keep in mind when you solve the problem.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]You may also want to include information you will need to use that may not have been in the problem. (example: there are 3 feet in a yard). 
· Restate what the problem is asking you to do. 
· Your restatement should be clear and brief so that the reader will know exactly what you were asked to do for each part of the problem. 
· If there are multiple parts to the problem, label each part with a letter.

· Tuesday – Solve and Clearly Explain 
· Give a detailed explanation of how you came to your solution. 
· Show it in numbers and/or explain it in words! 
· Use charts and graphs when appropriate. 
· If you cannot solve the problem, write some questions that you have about it or what is confusing you about it.  

· Wednesday – Solve and Clearly Explain 
· After meeting with your group, refine your solution. 
· Consider adding more detail to your explanation.
· If you are satisfied with your original solution, write a different way to solve it. 
· If you do not think there is a different way to solve the problem, explain why. 

· Thursday – Rewrite and Solve  
· Create a similar problem to the original one, that some way extends your knowledge of the solution. 
· Solve it! Be sure to explain your answer clearly. 
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
